Dance terminology is  at first glance daunting, however each  

ònamedó sequence is made up of various combinations of 8 basic 

steps. There are literally hundreds of named sequences. The dance 

sheets, or cue sheets as they are called, describe each dance combo 

in easy to follow groups. Apart from demo dances, each dance is 

òCuedó or called by one dancer, very much like in square dancing. So 

you donõt have to remember the dance as a whole just the dance 

terminology. They have the vine, the clog over vine, the Charleston, 

rocking chair, the Joey, the Samantha, rocking basic etc, etc. 

 

So far Sally, myself and Sue from Sheffield have been going to Laun-

ceston every second Friday to get lessons from Donna Farry. Donna 

has been very supportive and is willing to come to Ulverstone once a 

month (more than likely a Saturday) if the numbers are there. We will 

continue to go to Launnie and bring back what we have learnt to 

teach anyone who is interested. At this point Sally and I practise for 

1/2 hour before Monday & Wednesday night Class (we do pay for hall 

hire for these 1/2 hour sessionsð we do not expect the Bootscootinõ 

Devils to subsidise us). 

If people are interested in joining a Clogging class, please talk to 

Sally or myself. If the Line Dancing members do not object we 

may incorporate Clogging into the Bootscootin Devils. If members 

donõt like this, no worries,  we will just start up as a separate 

dance group. Everyone is welcome. 

 

 

A LITTLE SOMETHING ABOUT 
CLOGGING  

As some people would know by now, Sally and I have  started 

òCloggingó  and have been going to Launceston for lessons. 

 

So what is òCloggingó. It is Appalachian Mountain Folk Dance, an 

American folk dance, that has its origins in the Southern Appalachi-

an Mountains of USA. It has strong ties to the step dances of the 

British Isles, Native Americans, African Americans and European 

influences and has been around for hundreds of years. 

It can be danced to a wide variety of music including rock n roll, 

country, thru to modern music. In fact many of the songs are the 

same for line dancing. I first became interested when watching 

òcloggersó dance to Speak to the Sky at a workshop social. 

  

Some people call it a mix of Line dancing, Tap and Irish dancing 

and this is probably the best description of modern Clogging.   

It is a percussive style of dancing and often referred to as buck 

dancing or flatfooting. Where we dance on the balls of our feet, in 

Clogging the down beat or main beat is a flat footed step. 

Clogs are not used, instead flat heeled shoes with jingle taps are 

worn. Dancers can buy the Stomper shoes with taps (glued or 

nailed on), flat tennis shoes with taps glued on or just flat shoes, 

with no taps. 

Advantage of no taps,  others canõt hear when you make a mistake. 

Disadvantage of not having taps, you canõt make lots of noise. And 

it is noisy. Which is a fun part.
